ROMANS AND THE ROMANESQUE IN LINCOLN AND LINCOLNSHIRE

Lincoln has twice been one of Britain’s premier urban centres: during the Roman period and between the 10th and 13th centuries. This year’s SCA conference aims to consider results from church archaeology during these two periods and explores links between them. 

In Lincoln itself Dr Mick Jones will present the evidence for Christianity in the Roman city and will introduce the controversial excavations of St Paul in the Bail. Was this a Late Roman church, associated with the Empire’s conversion, or was it associated with Paulinus’ 7th-century mission? Links between the 7th century and the Normans have been proposed in recent, and as yet unpublished, work on the landscape-setting of the city, focussed on the nearby monasteries of Barlings and Bardney by Paul Everson and David Stocker, whilst the same two speakers’ newly published study of the 11th century church hereabouts sets the stage for our stupendous contemporary Cathedral. SCA is privileged to visit the inaccessible upper western chambers of this intriguing building, and Prof. Philip Dixon and David Taylor will present results from recently-completed survey work, offering some preliminary interpretations in advance of publication.       

The conference will be held in the public rooms of the Judges Lodgings, a fine mansion house built in 1810, which has been only recently vacated by the judiciary attending the County Courts in Lincoln Castle immediately to the west. It looks out onto Castle Hill, the picture-book market place immediately in front of the western gate of the Lincoln Close, and is dominated by the western towers of the cathedral behind. It offers a limited number of attractively-priced rooms and has long been famous for its breakfasts. The conference dinner will also be held here on Saturday night, at the heart of the Medieval city. 

Plenty of time has been allowed on Saturday for exploring the ecclesiastical sites of the Upper City, and for tours around the Cathedral, including upstairs. On Sunday we will visit local sites connected with the theme of the conference: the well-preserved late 11th and early 12th century church at Marton; the spectacular 11th century Minster at Stow, once again being studied in association with repair work; the fine 12th century sculpture at Middle Rasen; recently discovered late 12th century monastic material at Scothern; and the little known monastic remains at South Kyme, which include a fine Romanesque doorway and Anglo-Saxon shrine fragments.  

BOOKING FORM 

Getting there

Lincoln is well-served by rail. Currently one train an hour from King’s Cross connects with a local train at Newark Northgate. A direct (though slow) service from St Pancras is proposed and may be available by September. There is an hourly service from the west and south-west via Nottingham. A less-frequent service runs from Sheffield and the North connecting with the East Coast Main Line at Retford.  By road, the city is reached by the A46 from the A1(M) or by the A46 from Nottingham and Leicester, by the A57 from Sheffield, or by the A15 from the M62/M18/M180.

Accommodation
The conference is being held in The Judges Lodgings, Castle Hill, Lincoln. In addition to the reception rooms in which the conference will be held, the Judges Lodgings has 8 bedrooms, available for people attending the conference at a cost of £60.00 B&B. These rooms will be allocated on a strictly first-come-first-served basis.  

However, if you are unlucky there, the city has a full range of excellent hotels and B&Bs, although, being very long and thin in plan, accommodation towards the southern end of the city may not be walkable from The Judges Lodgings. The most convenient access to the various websites offering accommodation in the city is through www.Lincoln.gov.uk

Parking any where in uphill Lincoln is not easy. There is a small pay-and-display public car-park immediately opposite The Judges Lodgings, although prices there are high. Longer-stay public car-parks are available a few hundred yards to the north and north-west along Westgate.
